 Nominee Qualifications
This annual award recognizes a member of the Michigan Library Association who has made an outstanding contribution to library service to children in a Michigan community. 

Candidates must meet the minimum qualifications:

1. Candidates must have a degree in library or information science.

2. Candidates must be nominated by a member/s of the Michigan Library Association.

3. Candidates must have at least three years experience as a professional librarian.

4. Candidates must have been instrumental in providing improved library service in the field of children’s librarianship by performing one or more of the following:

· Community service exemplifying dedication to bringing children and literature together through innovative programming or ideas or service to community organizations.

· Contributions to professionalism in the field of children’s librarianship through workshops, committee services, or research.
