Academic Librarians Day

Our theme will be “Gaming & Learning in Academic Libraries.”

Chair Callaway reported that George Needham is interested in speaking as the first morning speaker for Academic Librarians Day.  He could not commit to us until February.  He indicated that there might be another person on his staff who would be interested and knowledgeable if he could not.  This presentation would emphasize the need for libraries to recognize the changes that gaming brings.  Subsequent speakers would handle the specifics.  Duryea Callaway will follow up on this.

Gretchen Weiner suggested John Heinrichs, a Library Science Professor at Wayne State as a possible second morning speaker.  Duryea Callaway will ask him.

Mary Sue Livingston confirmed that Linda Brawner from Marygrove has agreed to speak as an afternoon speaker. [NOTE: Just after the meeting, Linda Brawner had to decline our offer.  Her research will be delayed until after our workshop so she will have nothing to report] Eli Nieberger from Ann Arbor District Library is also confirmed.

Scott Muir suggested Jeff Trzeciek as a facilitator for the day.  Duryea Callaway will ask if he is willing.

The Board discussed travel costs for speakers and confirmed the amount of money the Division has on account.  We agreed that we’d like to suggest that speakers not have to pay for the conference or lunch and offer travel expenses if appropriate.

Kay Granskog will ask if MSU can design the brochure and pay for printing costs.

We looked at the workshop forms and realized that we are behind in submitting them.  We agreed to handle lunch menu options via email and the person who contacted each speaker will also find out what expenses they expect to be reimbursed, provided they are eligible for reimbursement under MLA guidelines.

Claudia Diaz will work on continuing education credit requirements.

We hope to send out a “Save this date” email via the MLA lists about January 31.  [I didn’t write down who was going to do this.  Please help!]
We’d like the flyers out by late February or early March.

Something needs to be prepared for the Michigan Libraries by March 10 to be included.

Fall Conference plans

--Buried Treasures II (highlighting collections in the Detroit area)

--The Future is Now (the impact of distance education on libraries)

--Fast Track Books (we’d ask the Technical Services Round Table to co-sponsor.  This would focus on the efficiencies gained and the changes this makes for collection managers

--Session discussing the OCLC perception report (possibly getting someone from OCLC to present) 

--Poster Sessions

--Academic Luncheon (Jack Lessenberry from Wayne State and Michigan Radio is our first choice speaker.  Duryea Callaway will ask him. Other names discussed were Tim Skubick and Sherene McHenry.  Financially, we feel it would be best to consider a Detroit-based person first.)
