DRAFT  Minutes from the January 12, 2007  Meeting

Teleconference 10:00 a.m.

Chair Helwig called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m. 

1. There were no additions to the agenda.

2. The December 15, 2006 minutes were approved with corrections.

3. Spring Workshop. Wayne State has changed who will be sent to speak about their repository.  Ruth will obtain the new speaker contracts.  Elenka obtained the room in the Arts and Sciences Building at Lansing Community College that she hoped to get.  It is an amphitheater that seats 170 and it is in same building as the cafeteria.

4. Annual Conference.  Changes are coming in the conference format.  There will not be a Conference Program Committee this year.  Kevin King, as Conference Chair, and the Conference Committee will be deciding which programs are selected from the work of the various MLA units along with the call for presentations process.  Anne Marie Casey reported on these changes and suggests that we wait until MLA President, Josie Parker, gives more information before we spend much more time on our program proposals.

Ruth did contact Linda Stone and has found that she is not available on our dates.  We will not pursue a session on Continuous Partial Attention.

5. Letter to Gretchen Couraud.  Ruth asked for input on her draft.  Elenka suggested that we put our thoughts into categories.  Gretchen W. wondered what we meant by “technology” and “cutting edge” since public libraries are farther ahead in some areas of technology.  We decided to add more detail to this area.  Bob brought up consortial purchases as a topic that we would include.  Elenka amended number 22.  She will send an email to Ruth of the new text.  Duryea added international students to that list. We deleted number 20.  George noted a typo in 14. We debated the idea of “captive audience” in a world with Google and revised the letter. Ruth will send out a new draft. 

6. Informal sessions.  Could the CMU Library Distance Education program be one of these programs?  Yes.  Now we need a name for the program.  Academic Outing will be the name for this one.  We can see how this name is received.

7. Ruth will send out a message asking for volunteers to run for the ARLD Board.  We will need to elect for Chair-Elect, Secretary, and 2 Member-at Large positions.

8. ACRL Legislative Advocate.  Michael Rodriguez sent forward the position description for this from ACRL. The group was concerned about the amount of time this position would take.  Debbie suggested sending it to academic directors to solicit candidates.  Kay suggested talking to Gretchen C. to see if she is interested in sending the letter.

9. Executive Board Report. Anne Marie Casey reported that an Executive Board Retreat is coming up on February 1-2 to work on restructure of the Association. Russ Knopp, the Traverse Management consultant who previously worked with the group will return.  Anne Marie had brought up the subject of interest groups.  The Board wants to know what an interest group does for us that a roundtable can’t do.  How formal does this need to be?   The ARLD Board provided this input for Anne Marie: For ECIG, the disadvantage is that interest group members have to pay for every meeting and be MLA members.  ECIG members have been a bit unhappy and now want to consider MAME as well.  The Board noted that ECIG maybe unique since other interest groups would likely come up through the MLA membership so that part isn’t such an issue.  One idea from the Executive Board is to possibly have an hour during conference or workshops to talk about interests.  The ARLD Board had sympathy for this idea.  We also reiterated the value of ECIG.  We feel that the leadership and organization that this group has shown is above and beyond what one might expect from an interest group and recognized that for them, this issue is not resolved.

10. Budget.  We haven’t spent it so there is no change.  There may be some Spring Workshop costs that will be able to be charged to our ACRL allotment before using our own budget.

11. ECIG report.  Rita Kohrman reported that April 27, the date set for the “realia” cataloging workshop at Ferris, won’t work for Ferris so it has be moved.  No date in April and May is working out.  It was suggested that earlier might work, perhaps during Ferris’ spring break.  Rita asked if ECIG should forego the workshop and save this topic for later?  If needed, the Board approved this. Gretchen W. suggested that it might we a good Conference session.  There was concern that this might eliminate the very people that are the current basis of the group.  Rita will investigate the new date and if needed, discuss the idea of presenting at the conference to ECIG.

12. George Libbey announce that on March 16, the University of Detroit-Mercy is hosting a daylong gaming day seminar, Eli Neiburger is coming for the whole day which will culminate in a 3-hour tournament. The cost will be $20.00, which will include lunch.  It is mainly for their students but all are invited. He’ll send out the flyer.

13. Our next meeting will be at the MLA Office on February 16, 2007 at 10:00 a.m. unless the roads are bad in which case we will have another conference call.

Chair Helwig adjourned the meeting at 11:29 a.m.
