Minutes from the August 25, 2006 Meeting

Chair Helwig called the meeting to order at 10:45 a.m. and asked Board members to introduce themselves.

1. The May 12, 2006 minutes were approved with no corrections.

2. The Board discussed dates for future meetings.  In general we will meet at 10:00 a.m. on the 3rd Friday of the month.  During the winter, Ruth Helwig suggested that we might be able to meet via conference calls.  Meetings will occur in Lansing at El Bacio Coffeeshop (directions to follow for those who don’t know where this is) unless otherwise specified.  Our next meeting will be Sept 15.

3. The ARLD Spring workshop will be during the week of April 30-May 4.  Discussion of topics to present was aided by a list compiled from ideas that the previous Board had suggested.    Ideas considered: 

--Copyright and institutional repositories

--Remote patrons and our interaction with them

--Library assessment (LibQual or Worldcat Collection Analysis)

--“What’s happening with our Patrons?”  This would touch on many of the other issues discussed.

--Continuous Partial Attention

The Board chose Institutional Repositories as a topic with the working title “Thinking about Institutional Repositories? Come Explore with Us”.  Potential content would include:  stories from the trenches; an overview of the issues; examples of an institutional repository; and the technical support needed to run one.

Ruth Helwig will ask Elenka Raschkow if LCC would be a good location for the workshop.  The Hannah Center in East Lansing was also mentioned as an option with accessible parking.

4. Karen Liston came on behalf of the Management and Administration Division to suggest a possible collaboration with ARLD for a two day workshop or preconference on “What’s the Next New Thing?” featuring Kathryn Deiss who is new at ACRL and speaks on this topic.

5. Gretchen Couraud stopped by to encourage the ARLD Board to include in our report for the MLA audit anything we think that academics need from MLA.

6. Ann Marie Casey is our MLA Board Liaison.  She will communicate MLA Board initiatives and information and serve as our conduit to the Board.

7. Fall conference 2007 will have the theme “Read Between the Lines.”  The Board discussed various possibilities for fall programs at this conference.  We expect to continue our series on Buried Treasures and the poster sessions.  Other topics under consideration are: Copyright issues and Libraries; A proposal given to the Board by Karren Reish on behalf of the Center for the Book; and What’s happening with our patrons (Continuous Partial Attention).  A possible luncheon speaker might be Lee Van Orsdel from Grand Valley speaking on Journal Pricing and Tenure. 

8. Robert Kelly suggested that the Board sponsor something in addition to the traditional workshop/conference similar to the Techno Tours offered by the Library Technology Division.  The idea will be considered this year.

9. Ruth Helwig reported on the budget given to ARLD this year.

10. Rita Kohrman reported on the upcoming ECIG program scheduled for November 3rd entitled, “Build it and They Will Come—Guaranteed:  Building and/or planning for Curriculum Materials Centers.”  The Interest Group is also planning a spring program tentatively called “How Do I Box These Skulls and Teeth?  Cataloging Kits and Realia.”

11. Robert Kelly will serve as the ARLD Unit Webmaster.
