Ruth Helwig will coordinate issues related to the Academic Luncheon.  Kay Granskog will find out if Rita Kohrman needs to bring a projector for her presentation or if that has already been requested.

The ARLD Board members plan to donate a “Detroit” basket for the silent auction.  Elenka Raschkow will purchase the items and board members can reimburse her.

The Board will meet at the Annual Conference for our October meeting at 4:45 p.m. on Wednesday, the 11th.  We will gather in the hotel lobby and find a location from there.

4. Spring Workshop 2007 – We continued discussion of the topic “Thinking about Institutional Repositories? Come Explore with Us.”  Deadlines for workshop paperwork is earlier this year, due November 13.  Elenka Raschkow will check to see if we can meet at Lansing Community College on May 4, 2007.  She will also find out about catering options there.  Elenka noted that the ARL SPEC Kit number 292 is on Institutional Repositories.

We used this forum to discuss the proposal sent to the Board to start an Interest Group on Distance Learning under the auspices of ARLD.  While agreeing that distance learning is a growing area of interest, the Board acknowledged the requests from MLA Executive Director, Gretchen Couraud, to hold off on creating new groups until MLA completes its organizational review.  The request was forwarded to Gretchen Couraud.

7. ACRL Legislative Network representative – This request was originally sent to the Board in March 2006 but a representative was not selected at that time.  Kay Granskog will talk to Michael Rodriguez, an academic member currently serving on the MLA Legislative Committee, about also serving as the Board representative to the Network.
