Ruth has a student that may be able to design a flyer and Elenka will donate folders.  Ruth will also get the daily agenda and evaluation forms printed.

3. Ruth announced that we would defer discussion of programming for the Fall 2007 Annual Conference and possible informal sessions throughout the year to the next meeting, which is scheduled for November 17, 2006 at 10:00 a.m.

4. Michael Rodriguez, from Michigan State University Libraries and a current member of the MLA Legislative Affairs Committee has agreed to serve as the ACRL Legislative Network representative for our local chapter of ACRL.

5. Remaining details from the conference in progress.  Ruth will write thank you notes to conference speakers participating in ARLD programs.  She will ask David Scott if he wants to write them for poster session presenters of if she will do these too.  MLA will tabulate evaluations from this conference and we will receive a report later.

6. Rita Kohrman reported on the activities of ECIG.  Their workshop for November 3rd is fast approaching.  They have been granted CEU credits and pricing.  Most speakers are confirmed and paperwork is in.  Flyers advertising the event are out.  April 27, 2007 is the tentative date for a spring workshop.  It will probably take place at Ferris State University.  Laura Peil is the incoming chair of the group and she will be working with Rita Kohrman in planning the spring workshop/meeting to prepare her for next year.
