Minutes from the November 17, 2006 Meeting

Chair Helwig called the meeting to order at 10:04 a.m. 

1. There were no additions to the agenda.

2. The October 15, 2006 minutes were approved with corrections.

Spring Workshop 2007 - Chair Helwig distributed copies of the proposed workshop agenda, the Final Workshop Plan, and a copy of the workshop flyer. Elenka Raschkow distributed menu information for the workshop.

The workshop entitled “Thinking about Institutional Repositories? Come Explore with us” will be held at Lansing Community College.  Elenka reported that her first choice room is not currently available.  She has booked some alternatives but we are hoping that once the new term begins, she will be able to negotiate a trade that will get us into our first choice.  She will also investigate space at the Library of Michigan as another backup.

The Board worked on the Final Workshop Plan.  It is nearly complete.  We need titles for a couple of the presentations.  John Potter at ITT would like to present the results of a survey he conducted related to institutional repositories.  We may be interested.  Ruth Helwig will obtain an abstract of his proposed presentation for further discussion.  Polly will check to see if the MLA Office has received all of the speaker forms.   This form must be completed by early December.

We approved the flyer and recommended that it be sent in PDF since we discovered that it did not display or print out the same in different versions of Word.   Bob Kelly will put the flyer up on the MLA ARLD web space when it is ready.  We will add more detailed information closer to the event, including parking information.

We approved an evaluation form.

 We discussed menu choices for lunch and chose the “Southern Buffet.”  Elenka’s library will provide morning refreshments.

Randy Call has sent a proposal to ARLD from the Intellectual Freedom Committee asking if the Academic Division would like to co-sponsor a second spring workshop on laws regarding privacy of patron records and the library policies and procedures necessary to comply with those laws.  It would involve using some of the ARLD funds to pay for a speaker if the workshop did not make money. Bob Kelly made a motion that we support and co-sponsor the IF workshop up to $500.  Debbie Morrow seconded the motion, which was approved.

3. Annual Conference 2007 – The luncheon speaker is set.  Lee Van Orsdel, Dean of Grand Valley State University Library will speak.

We hope to create an Academic track for the next conference and have it sponsored.

David Scott is no longer on the ARLD Board but he is still willing to coordinate a “Buried Treasure” session for the next conference.  We are considering a speaker from the Archive at Grand Valley and Charles Hanson from Kettering Institute.

Poster Sessions- David Scott wishes to resign from this position.  We discussed the possibility of moving this to the Conference Program Committee.  Anne Marie Casey will find out if this is possible once a Program Chair is named.

We will need to assign a person from the Board to the Program Committee once it begins.

Karren Reish’s proposed session on publishing, to be co-sponsored with the Michigan Center for the Book is still on the table.  We had suggested having this as an Annual Conference session.  Karren suggested that this might make a good pre-conference.  Ann Marie Casey noted that it was not yet clear that MLA would have pre-conference events this year.  Kay suggested that we might be able to schedule two sessions back-to-back as the Children’s Division did last year for their Mitten Awards.  

The content of the session would include:


The role of academic presses in scholarly publishing


The role of academic writers in scholarly publishing


How to approach an academic press for a publishing opportunity

How to structure/focus and submission to improve the chance of acceptance

What to expect from an academic press after submission

What publication opportunities are available through Michigan academic presses

Ruth tried to contact Linda Stone, who is the most often mentioned name when speaking of “continuous partial attention.”  We want to continue thinking about this topic.

Michael Lorenzen sent a proposal on “Machiavelli and Leadership”.  The Board confirmed that we would accept this proposal.  Kay Granskog will find out if the Leadership Academy Oversight Committee would be interested in co-sponsoring this session.

Elenka suggested having a session on social software and what Michigan academic libraries are doing with them.  Paula Storm at Eastern Michigan University Library and Laura Harris at Grand Valley State University were suggested as possible resources.  We also could ask on the ARLD list.

4. New Business – Ruth Helwig reminded us of a potential speaker that we may be interested in pursuing for the Mount Pleasant area.  Her name is Cheryl McHenry and her website is: http://mchenryinternational.com/keynotes.html.

5. The ARLD chapter has received an allotment of $374.00 from the national ACRL Division that can be used to defray certain costs incurred for programming.

6. Ruth reminded us that the address for the all-Academic list is: acad-list@mlcnet.org.

7. Executive Board Report – Anne Marie Casey is our representative to the MLA Board.  Thanks to her for the summary of the previous MLA Board meeting.  Anne Marie encourages us to share feedback with her.  She stressed that Executive Director has on her agenda to find ways to support academic libraries better and more fully through MLA.

8. ECIG Report – Twelve people came to the November workshop.  Rita is finishing the paperwork on this.  MLA policy affected the attendance on this workshop.  ECIG has lots of non-MLA members and even those who are members are not certain that their group works well in the framework that MLA imposes.  They prefer to meet informally around a theme but MLA wants each of these events to be done as workshops.  Discussion centered on whether there is a place for informal groups in MLA or will ECIG separate itself from MLA?  There was also discussion about how an interest group might function vs. a roundtable or division.

9. The next board meeting will be on December 15, 2006, 10:00 a.m. We will plan to meet at the MLA Office, however, Ruth Helwig will also schedule a line for a telephone conference call in the case of inclement weather.

10. Chair Helwig adjourned the meeting at 12:12 p.m.
