INFORMATION LITERACY ROUNDTABLE
Board Meeting
Friday, November 19, 2004, 10:30 am

The meeting was called to order at 10:30.

1. Approval of Agenda: The agenda was approved.

2. Approval of minutes of Thursday, October 28, 2004: The minutes were approved with one addition: Joy Cichewicz attended the meeting.

3. MLA Annual Conference 2004 Recap: 34 people attended the ILRT session at the annual conference. Word of mouth and emails Sheila received were positive about the session, but there was no formal evaluation. Anthony took digital pictures that can go on the ILRT Website and in the next MLA newsletter. PowerPoint presentations from the session should be up on the MLA Website soon (Angie already submitted them to the MLA Webmaster). Steven Vest had already drafted thank-you letters for the presenters; these were passed around the table and signed. Anthony suggested we keep an eye on what ILRT was charged for the equipment setup, room, etc. so that ILRT is not charged something different than expected.

4. 2005 Conference: Several topics were brainstormed for the next conference session, including:

A session on PREMIER 
The nuts and bolts of information literacy – building on the previous spring workshop 
Information literacy for ESL / special needs / diverse populations (may tie in with Multicultural Roundtable or Special Populations Roundtable)
Teague will ask librarians at the Dearborn Public Library about this topic, and Stacy will ask librarians at Grand Rapids Public Library. 
Using Course Management System software to collaborate with faculty 
Collaborating with a writing center 

All agreed that if ILRT is going to collaborate with another MLA unit, we need to coordinate this right away. The question came up as to whether we can have more than one session if we co-sponsor one.

5. Spring 2005 Workshop: Carrie was approached by Vanessa Middleton, chair of the Multicultural Roundtable (they both work at Wayne State), about possibly co-sponsoring a workshop on “the blended librarian” (integrating instruction and technology) at Wayne State. This topic comes from the work of Steven Bell and John Shank, who wrote an article on the topic in the July/August 2004 CR&L News. Bell and Shank have done workshops at PALINET and other group workshops. Carrie passed around short bios and the article they wrote. For a 3-hour (1/2 day) workshop, Bell and Shank would charge $500 each, plus travel and accommodations. Jeff Trzeciak, Director for Library Computing and Media Services at Wayne State, is also on the Multicultural Roundtable and is very supportive of this endeavor. Perhaps Wayne State will donate rooms for the workshop, and maybe funds could be split between the roundtables. Possible venues are the Law School Auditorium (there is a block of visitor parking in structure #6 – parking fees are unknown), or the McGregor Conference Center. It was suggested that the workshop could be held on both a Thursday and a Friday, with one day being more specific to Wayne State. Though this is aimed at an academic audience, the topic may appeal to everyone. Sheila will find out whether ILRT is required to have its own spring workshop, or if we can co-sponsor one. Anthony mentioned that it may be difficult for people in the Western part of the state to go to Wayne State for a workshop, and that we may want to think about having something (even a repeat of the same workshop) in the Western part of the state. It was also mentioned that many attendees like having workshops on a Friday, but this information came from surveys of people who attended Friday workshops. Carrie will verify that this would be a joint venture with ILRT and the Multicultural Roundtable. She will also meet with the Task Force at Wayne State and have more detailed information about this idea in December. Sheila will email Carrie to see if anyone has a specific date in mind (so this can get on the MLA calendar).

6. Information Literacy Award: Resumes of nominees are kept by ILRT for 3 years – many resumes are now no longer eligible, so we need more applications. The award is publicized though the MLA listserv (this reaches all of MLA), the MLA forum, the MLA Website, and the MLA Newsletter (Michigan Libraries). There is a submission form (PDF format) on the ILRT Website that needs to be updated (Angie will do this). The new deadline for resumes is June 1, 2005. A call for nominations should go out soon, then at least two more times prior to June 1. Sheila could send a welcome message to the ILRT listserv and mention the award.

7. PREMIER: Teague reported that there was a presentation by PREMIER on Tuesday, November 16, at Wayne State for Hermina Anghelescu’s introductory library science course. There were presentations about public librarianship, academic librarianship, media specialization, and other issues. Teague is looking forward to other possibilities for next fall. Paul Beavers at Wayne is also interested in revitalizing PREMIER. Perhaps PREMIER could reach returning or continuing education students? Teague received an email from Barbara Glover, chair of the MLA’s Committee on Organization, asking about the PREMIER fund. H.W. Wilson initially funded the PREMIER project, but it was intended to be self-funding (that is, institutions that want a PREMIER program pay any expenses). Teague liked the idea of a PREMIER fund line being available in case there was a donation or grant; however, it looks like there is no longer a budget line for PERMIER, and it may now be melded with the ILRT budget. Sheila will ask Barbara Glover about that and ask the MLA accountant whether there is money in that budget line (if it exists). The committee unanimously approved Teague for another year as PREMIER coordinator.

8. ILRT Bibliographer: The committee needs to appoint one or two people to be ILRT bibliographers. Sheila will send out a message on the listserv detailing the job description and asking for volunteers.

9. Announcements: Sally got married June 18! Her last name changed from Weston to Ziph.

The annual ILRT Christmas Luncheon will occur after the December meeting at Sahara’s restaurant in Okemos.

9. Next Meeting: The next ILRT board meeting will be on December 10, 2004 at 10:30am.

The meeting was adjourned at 12:03 pm.
