The meeting was called to order at 10:45.

1. Approval of Agenda: The agenda was approved.

2. Approval of minutes of Friday, November 19, 2004: The minutes were approved with one amendment (the date was changed from November 11 to November 19). Approved minutes should be sent to the MLA office and/or the MLA president – Stacy will find this out and act accordingly.

3. MLA Annual Conference 2005: The Conference Planning Committee just met, therefore, there are no deadlines as of yet. Sheila will find out the dates of the conference. It will be held at the Amway Grand in Grand Rapids. Elise suggested that Kendall College could possibly host the ILRT annual meeting. Carrie is our representative to the Conference Planning Committee – if there is a meeting next month she will be there, otherwise she will be “out of commission” because her baby is due. Sheila will take over for Carrie when that happens.

Sheila asked for ideas for the ILRT program at the annual conference. Teague contacted the Dearborn Public Library – they have no ESL program. Another idea, however, is to do a session on how information literacy is integrated into the curriculum. The University of Michigan, Dearborn has just created a First Year Seminar program with a library component. Kalamazoo College also has such a program, as do others. Many concepts would also apply to K-12 libraries. The concern was raised that we are leaving out public libraries. However, it may be possible to partner with the Public or School Libraries roundtable for another program – perhaps still ESL? Stacy will contact the Grand Rapids Public Library before the next meeting, since she flaked out this time.

Elise and Angie volunteered to coordinate the paperwork for the 2005 annual conference. Angie will ask Steven Vest about this.

4. Spring 2005 Workshop: Carrie is on the Blended Librarian Task Force at Wayne State, but it has not met. She is missing the ILRT meeting because of a Webcast on this topic. Carried will get back to Sheila with more information and Sheila will check on deadlines.

5. PREMIER: Teague reported that the evaluation results were sent to presenters. Of the 15 evaluations, only one was negative. Elise asked Michael Kruzich, the Library Director at Kendall College of Art and Design in Grand Rapids, about the PREMIER grant. Michael said there was a grant, though the amount was uncertain. Apparently a small portion of the grant was used, and there may be money left. Sheila emailed MLA but hadn’t heard from them yet. Teague reported that this winter there will not be an opportunity to do a PREMIER presentation, as Hermina Anghelescu will be teaching online courses. Hermina will talk with Joseph Mika to see if there is interest by continuing education students.

6. Other Business: Angie mentioned that on the ILRT Information Literacy Award nomination form, it says that the winner is automatically nominated for a national information literacy award. We may have missed the deadline for this year’s awards – Sheila will find out.

7. Next Meeting: The next ILRT board meeting will be on January 21, 2004 at 10:30am unless the weather is bad.

The meeting was adjourned at 11:50 am.
