The meeting was called to order at 10:37.

1. Approval of Agenda: The agenda was approved.

2. Approval of minutes of Friday, December 10, 2004: The minutes were approved with one amendment. Stacy will send the approved minutes to the MLA president.

3. MLA Annual Conference 2005: Sheila is attending conference planning committee meetings while Carrie Croatt-Moore is out on maternity leave. The conference dates are October 25-28, 2005 at the Amway Grand in Grand Rapids. Elise reported that Kendall College is happy to host the ILRT annual meeting, and they are finding out about funding for refreshments.

4. Spring 2005 Workshop: Vanessa Middleton will email Elaine with information on the blended librarian in the next week or so. When she does, Elaine will forward this on to Sheila.

5. PREMIER: Sheila got an email from Barbara Glover of the MLA Committee on Organization stating that there is still $4600 in the PREMIER account! Sheila will check on this. Originally the money was intended for development, travel, and publication expenses. Teague will brainstorm some ideas on how to use this money.

Angie noted that there is an Instructional Methods for Librarians class at Wayne State that Teague might want to contact for a PREMIER workshop.

6. Other Business: Angie looked up the national information literacy awards for which our information literacy award winners should be nominated. Unfortunately, we missed the deadlines to nominate last year’s winner – perhaps we could nominate her next year. Sheila will send an email requesting nominations for this year’s ILRT award. 

Angie also mentioned that we need a slate of candidates for next year’s roundtable offices. The open offices are secretary/historian, one member at large, and chair elect. Sheila will also send out a call for nominations for roundtable seats.

7. Next Meeting: The next ILRT board meeting will be on February 18, 2005 at 10:30am.
