INFORMATION LITERACY ROUNDTABLE

The meeting was called to order at 10:35.

1. Approval of Agenda: The agenda was approved.

2. Approval of minutes of Friday, January 21, 2005 and Friday, February 19, 2005: The minutes of the January and February meetings were approved with corrections to typographical errors.

3. Spring 2005 Workshop: Vanessa Middleton is no longer sending Elaine information about the blended librarian workshop, so Carrie may be back in the role of representative. Apparently Wayne State has everything set up and the speakers are ready. Sheila has submitted the first round of paperwork to MLA (though Vanessa is the contact, so Sheila has not gotten feedback from MLA). The workshop is scheduled for Monday, May 16 at the Wayne State Law School Auditorium. It will be $65 per person for members, who can register on the MLA Website. Sheila will let us know when that is up, and Jean Raber will also announce the workshop via email.

4. MLA Annual Conference 2005: There was discussion about including two more speakers from MSU and CSU on the slate for the Annual Conference program who were interested in talking about 50-minute BI sessions. The group concluded that we wanted to keep the focus on the First Year Experience. Sheila will talk to the MSU and CSU people to see if they would want to focus on the first year BI idea. Teague and Stacy are definitely planning to speak at the session – Anthony would also be willing to speak if the presenters from MSU and CSU are not. Names of speakers are due April 8. The group also decided not to try to market this session to public or special libraries, though they may find some information of interest if they choose to attend. Angie will attend the Annual Conference Planning Committee meeting and will see if there are extra time slots that need to be filled – in that case, we will decide whether to go ahead and do a second program.

5. Elaine and Teague: Elaine and Teague are hosting a roundtable at the April ACRL meeting in Minneapolis as a reunion for attendees of the information literacy immersion program. Elaine asked for feedback on the discussion questions they wrote for the roundtable discussion. The group discussed the questions and suggested ways in which the conversation could progress.

6. Other Business: Sheila announced that Veronica Bielat from Wayne State would be interested in running for Chair Elect. However, there was no other Chair Elect candidate. Elaine agreed to run for Secretary/Historian and Stacy agreed to run as the second candidate for Chair Elect. There are also two candidates for Member at Large, Kathy Champieux from Clinton-Macomb Public Library and Stephanie Mathson from Central Michigan University.

Anthony asked if there were Michigan standards for Information Literacy. No one knew of any, though there may be state standards for school libraries. Hope College is formalizing its information literacy standards and Anthony wanted to see if there were state standards other than the ACRL national standards. 

7. Next Meeting: The next ILRT board meeting will be on April 22, 2005 at 10:30am.
