5. ILRT Award: The deadline for the ILRT award is July 1. We need names of nominees, and there will be people in the pool from previous years. Angie will update the form and check the Website for the correct date.

6. Teague’s Adventures at ACRL: Teague reported a wonderful experience at ACRL. The 8am roundtable was sparsely attended, but they had a good discussion about journaling. We discussed Teague’s process of journaling and its applications to library work.

7. Other Business: Sheila handed out a copy of the slate for the upcoming election. MLA sends the slate out to members. Sheila will ask for short bios of the candidates and forward them on to Angie.

8. Next Meeting: The next ILRT board meeting will be on MONDAY, May 16, 2005 at the lunch break of the spring workshop. The third Friday of each month is a good meeting time for next year.
