INFORMATION LITERACY ROUNDTABLE
Board Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 5:40pm.

I. Approval of Agenda: The agenda was approved with one revision: the September minutes will be approved at the next meeting.

II. 2004-2005 Recap
The Spring Workshop, the Blended Librarian, was held at Wayne State University. It served as an introduction to new ideas and was very successful.

The fall program (“Library Instruction in First Year Experience Programs: Getting in on the Ground Floor and Sustaining Partnerships”) just concluded and was very well attended! There were 50 people at the program.

Carrie, Stacy, Veronica, and Stephanie attended Leadership Day on August 19. They brainstormed about the spring workshop and fall annual meeting presentation topics.

III. 2005-2006 Overview
The ILRT award was given to Margaret “Gigi” Lincoln, a media specialist at Lakeview High School in Battle Creek. We need more candidates for the award next year – perhaps we could post a message to MICHLIB-L?

IV. 2006 Spring Workshop
We’ve planned the Spring Workshop for March 10, 2006 at Michigan State University. Sheila reserved a room at MSU.

Stacy reported that she contacted Jeanne Hubelbank, who had done a Mellon-sponsored workshop on assessment last year, and Jeanne said she could not do an assessment workshop with MLA because of health problems. However, Stacy ran into Marla Ehlers of the Public Library Division during the MLA Annual Meeting. Marla asked if ILRT was still interested in doing a program on ESL and information literacy. She suggested some ESL speakers for Spring, and wondered if the PLD would want to co-sponsor the workshop. This kind of workshop would bring in participants from the public libraries, something ILRT needs, and yet it could also apply to international students. Stacy will email Marla and get details on the speakers, including fees. 

V. PREMIER Update
Two guests at this meeting, Michael Kruzich and Linnea Dudley, were the originating force behind Premier. ILRT invited them to attend an ILRT meeting in January to discuss the past and future direction of PREMIER. ILRT will focus on PREMIER at the April and May meetings. 

PREMIER continues to work with Wayne State courses, giving LIS students insight to practitioners’ experiences with information literacy instruction (including distance learning, public libraries, academic libraries, school libraries, etc.) November 15 is the next Wayne State class. One question posed was how to get our foot in the door of other libraries and institutions. 

VI. ILRT Blog
Veronica set up a blog for ILRT at http://ilrt.blogspot.com/. She will post a list of Michigan information literacy authors and link to programs or websites in Michigan that talk about information literacy initiatives. ILRT board members are invited to post to the ILRT blog – see Veronica for the username and password.

VII. ILRT Webpage
The Webpage includes minutes, the meeting schedule, and PREMIER information. Angie will still be the Webmistress (thanks, Angie!). The 2005 annual meeting program handouts and Power Point will go up, and Angie also asked for updated biographies for board members. We hope to get a list of previous ILRT award winners and add this as well.

VIII. 2006 Fall Annual Meeting Program
The group wondered if we should bring up the assessment issue again at next year’s annual conference. Stacy will contact Jeanne again next year. Another idea was the collaboration between higher education and K-12 institutions for information literacy, and we could possibly partner with MAME (Michigan Association for Media in Education). Next year’s meeting will be in Detroit.

IX. Other Business
There were several conflicts with meetings in November – neither the 11th or the 18th would work. The meeting was moved to December 2, with the holiday lunch immediately afterwards.
