Other topics broached included, the marketing of Information Literacy not just in “face to face” instruction but also stand alone modules, as well as “assessment of a community of users.” Another suggestion was to do a follow-up to the “First Year Experience,” which was well received at the fall 2005 MLA Conference. Also the fall conference may be the time to bring a spotlight back on Premier, a time to generate support and interest.
