ILR Document Archive - It has been suggested for the growing body of electronic ILR records that the ILR invest in a flash drive (AKA: pen drive, thumb drive, USB drive).  Using this form of storage versus paper format binders would save on paper, lighten the Secretary/Historian’s load of physical storage, as well as ease the process of drafting, sharing, and storing documents electronically (in essence creating an electronic archive instead of a paper).  Said flash drive could then be passed on to future Secretary/Historians.
