Meeting called to order at 11:10 am

I. Approval of Agenda – The agenda was approved.

II. Approval of Minutes – The May minutes were approved with corrections to be made by Elise. Elise will submit minutes to Angie to be posted on the ILRT Web page.

III. PREMIER/ILR Survey – After reviewing and making final edits and corrections, the PREMIER survey appears to be ready.  The next step is to develop a timeline.  It has been decided to send the survey out via Survey Monkey at the end of August 2006.  The deadline for reply will be set for September 15th, 2006.  This will give the ILR Board time to compile and review the data.  This information will provide a framework for the focus group discussion that is scheduled as a portion of the ILR
 2006 MLA Conference program.
To generate interest and attract participants in the ILR discussion group a flyer will be created and circulated in mid September.

The fall program will include an overview of PREMIER, with a brief history, related documents, and the survey results. Then a focus discussion will be moderated.

After the fall conference, the ILR will write a second Premier report which will include survey results, an overview of the conference focus group discussion. This report will define the new PREMIER mission, goals, and initiatives. In essence it will be a new PREMIER plan.

IV.  ILR Award – The due date for nomination submission is in question which is August 1st.  In the bylaws the ILR Past Chair is responsible for the ILR award (?). 
 Is it required to that the ILR Award be given each year? It was suggested that the ILR Award be given as a biennial award.  

The idea of putting together an award committee at the beginning of the new elected year has been suggested. This committee according to article #5 should include a Member at Large, Past Chair, Chair and the last Award Recipient. 
The other issue at hand is the lack of response to a call for ILR Award nominees.  We need to  “sell” the award, make it “sexier.” 

It is essential for ILR to improve the ILR Award process. The goal is to work on this Jan/Feb 2007.  One suggestion is to create a short initial nomination form asking for 150 words or less. It has also been suggested that we redefine the criteria and encourage nominations to support, encourage, reward, or congratulate MLA colleagues. 

Then once selections have been made to request further documentation.

With the nomination deadline set as August 1st, the Chair will send out an email to promote ILR and the ILR Award. 
The ILR will make the ILR Award documents available on the ILR Web page.

V. ILR Web page – No new news.

VI. Annual MLA Conference – We will get an update from Sheila at the July ILR meeting. As for equipment needs the phrase “low tech, high touch” was mentioned.  Essentially the ILR will need table top flip charts and markers for the focus discussion group.

VII. Other Business – The July ILR meeting will be at Sheila’s house to be followed by the annual BBQ.  It will be potluck.  The meeting will begin at 11:00am and lunch will follow at 1:00ish.

The meeting adjourned at 12:00 pm.
