VI. PREMIER Updates

Kim discusses the need to define the concept of “Instructional Design” as instructional standards, measures, assessments, evaluations, performances, and competencies in a systematic application. This has strong marketing potential.  There is as much of a need for this type of programming for public librarians as for academic librarians, therefore more marketable to all librarians.  How is this different than a workshop. The MLA name is not enough anymore. Kim searched for certified programs for instructional design. Attract people if endorsed by MLA and LOEX. “LOEX Rejex.” Marketing tactic to accept those whose proposals are not accepted by LOEX.  CEU’s or certification could also be a strong marketing carrot.  Kim, Lesley, and Teague met March 23, 2007 at Troy Public Library to discuss and develop the future direction and programming of PREMIER.  Kim would like feedback by May 13th, so that it can be incorporated into the mission statement. ILR will vote on the SMP at the May 18th meeting.
