V. Status of PREMIER/Mili -
August 17, 2007,  Veronica submitted PREMIER/Mili proposal paperwork and information to MLA Board. She received a note from Gretchen that the proposal would be going to MLA Board at the October 4, 2007 meeting. Teague and Veronica will both go to the Board meeting as representatives. Faye acknowledged the process we underwent to draft the restructuring and re-visioning of PREMIER.

Tentatively scheduled for May 2008.  Time to get back to our constituency. ILR is going to partner with the Academic & Research Libraries Division. The working title of ALRD spring workshop is “Academic Libraries Day.”  We are also partnering with the Reference Division.
