INFORMATION LITERACY ROUNDTABLE BOARD MEETING

Meeting called to order at 10:32 AM. We made group introductions for new guests.
I. Approval of Agenda

II. Approval of Minutes

III. MLA Conference Program Review - Thank you to Angela. The active learning component of the session was successful.  Veronica sent on the session notes to Angie to post on the ILR Webpage along with information about the MLA restructuring session. 
IV. ARLD Spring Workshop Update - Stephanie will be meeting with Ruth. She will get back to the group as details develop. The “virtual learner” is the overall theme. Also included will be pedagogical theory and embedding librarians and information literacy concepts into virtual course content. Stephanie will be pursuing potential speakers for the Spring Workshop. ILR would be responsible for a breakout session. Fleshed out originally by Lesley and Stephanie who attended the ARLD session in September. 
V. Information Literacy Award - There will also be a name change to the award. It will now be called the MLA Information Literacy Award. Stacy and Ed looked at state organizations that give awards. The ILR Award is In line with the types of awards given by ACRL. The award wording needed to be changed. ILR has had no adequate nominees over the past couple years. Now working on the timeline for the award. February would be deadline month for the call for nominees and mid-April would be the deadline for submission of applications and supporting materials. By May some kind of decision would be made. Submit for funding for award materials. Faye will talk with the Board, what will happen with the ILR Award with other awards given in MLA.  Send out something in December to begin promotion. Adjust time line on promotional materials. Stacy will do this after Thanksgiving. Basic form for information and attach supporting materials. Sample of letter of nomination. Provide an example and post it on the Webpage to ease the process for those who are doing the nominating. Extending time between announcement and deadline for materials and application. 
VI. Mili - 
Develop a professional development day. Teaching contents, tips, activities, teaching track. Beginners for one track, Advanced (3 years +) track. Goals objectives, assessment. Critique of materials Have participants bring some materials and content to be evaluated and worked with. Instruction assessment. Two tracks to run simultaneously. Work on terminology so that it not off putting to public librarians. Perhaps beginning track focus more on content for public librarians. Advanced track would be geared to academic librarians. 
Gretchen Couraud joined the meeting at 11:02 AM - Mili paper work must be submitted by Nov 30th. This should include time, date and place, the title theme, target audience, goals and outcomes. Early January MLA promotional materials on all MLA workshop programming will be released. How will the patrons benefit from professional development programming -  LSAD application. Final forms will be sent out soon. The subcommittee group should meet with Gretchen and the MLA staff. Expectations and deadlines, costs etc. The preliminary budget would include a $500 honorarium (including travel) for a keynote speaker. The workshop should accommodate 50 max people at $85 per person including a $25 fee for food per person. MSU and Leslie will talk with MSU about services and costs for food etc. Gretchen left the meeting at 11:13 AM. We need to select and agree on a keynote speaker. Teague will talk with Brad Sietz to get some ideas. There was a recent U of Rochester publication worth reading, the River Campus Library Studying Students. The subject matter included classroom teaching of information literacy, and finding the most effective teaching methods and meeting where the students are. Susan Gibbons, Foster...Google get PDF. Is everyone okay with the two track layout of the workshop? The group agrees.  
We should put out a call for proposals. Make some suggestions and recommendations. What should the sections be? Who should we target? Not just librarians. Faculty professors in education is one potential group. Teachers who teach the teachers, teach research skills, teach on how to structure sessions and the use of active learning for effective teaching. How do students learn? What is learning theory? How to determine goals and objectives not just for classes but for the entire instruction program.  These concepts need to be fleshed out. Staying focused is essential. Attendees should leave with something useful at the end of the day. 
We should meet with Gretchen sometime in the near future. We will email each other. Keep an eye on ALA dates for June 2008 so there is no conflict.  The first two Fridays of June are two potential dates.
VII. News - 
Congratulations to Faye on her lifetime membership award at the MLA Conference. Congrats to Ed on his article in Reference Quarterly. Users cannot formulate questions. Ed will send out his recently published article. 
The annual ILR lunch will follow the December board meeting and is tentatively scheduled for Friday December 21, 2007. We will vote on changing the date of this meeting in the coming weeks. 
Elise shared wedding pictures. Ed will blog his article. Stacy got a new dog, Jake. Leslie and Angela have brought new technologies to their library, “Clickers,” an audience response system. Attendees are prompted to answer questions related to the instruction sessions. Students at some schools are required to buy clickers as part of their required supplies.
