III. MLA Academic Libraries Day 2008- 

Lesley and Stephanie attended the Oct ARLD meeting. Michelle Behr confirmed to participate on panel for the ILR breakout session at ARLD 2008. She will speak about her experience with distance education programs, Blackboard presence, development of online courses, and use of various distance learning technologies. Stephanie is waiting for Scott Mellendorf of SVSU to contact a nursing colleague to be one more possible panelist. Lesley and Stephanie came up with the title “Embedded: Librarians in the Online Trenches.” As of right now ILR will be presenting just this one hour session. 
IV. 2008 Fall MLA Conference Program- 

The Annual MLA Conference is October 21st - 24th, 2008. Program proposals are being accepted by MLA and are due by January 18th. We should proceed with business as usual. Lesley had a good talk with Faye Backie about ILR in relation to the MLA restructuring. Lesley felt reassured that the level of participation and programming the ILR produces each year is valued by the MLA. 

Perhaps we should pursue Information Literacy focused programming for the fall conference. It is an academic concern first and foremost, and we should not lose that focus. We should review the results of the previous ILR survey. Assessing outcomes and teaching methods were the top areas of concern in the survey with active learning skills and using technologies following close behind. Sara Miller and Angela Maycock are working on online instruction modules at Michigan State University and coordinating with the writing program. Sara would like to present along with the faculty member Dr. Dejoy, whom she is working with. The online instruction modules fall in the category of assessment. Two module examples are “Scholarly versus Popular” and “Searching with a Purpose.” Perhaps this can be presented in the framework of instructional design. Lesley should be a part of the panel as well. We should submit for a 90 minute session. 
ACRL Learning outcomes workshop. 

V. MILI- Michigan Information Literacy Initiative
Lesley has spoken with Gretchen Couraud who requested information on MILI. Friday June 6th, 2008 is the selected date for the MILI program. We will use the MSU Library main conference room for the keynote speaker and lunch. The instruction classrooms have 25 terminals each. The other MSU conference rooms are pretty small. We could use the MSU maps library or MSU fine arts library spaces as well. 
Augustana and ALA have done recent programming. Empowering the learner. We should come up with 3-4 presenters. Teague took a look at the ACRL Information Literacy Peer Consultant database at https://cs.ala.org/acrl/ilpeers/assessment.cfm to look for potential keynote speakers other than librarians. He found a Ferris State University English faculty member, Caroline M. Stern Ph.D. sternc@ferris.edu. She was a UNESCO conference attendee (fall 2003) and presented on teaching information literacy without using technology. She is engaged with instructional design.
MILI program will be divided into two tracks. The beginning track topic- “engaging teaching techniques,” student engagement, presentation skills. The advanced tracks will be “assessment,” divided into two areas: needs assessment and learning assessment. Veronica has agreed to teach the beginners presentation skills segment of the MILI workshop. We should conclude the day with a “wrap-up session” with encouragement, feedback, and workshop evaluations. 
We need to generate a “timeline”. Get all the speakers secured by the next meeting in January. Also need to assign “ownership” of the various sections of the workshop, for example: troubleshooting, technology, keynote speaker, etc.
